“The origins of this family stem from the large conventional lamps for indoor public
settings. My early inspiration appears to have been in Istanbul in the great Hagia
Sophia.”

The Cirio (candle in English) family arose in the quest for a system that applied LED
technology to friendly lighting in large public venues. We soon came to realise that
the lamp’s secret lay in the creation of versatile structures from which to hang as
many light sources or candles as required. Each candle has its own core of LEDs
that links it to the upper structure from which the desired shade hangs.
